From what the owner of the property has told Alyssa, we were kicked out  
because he does not have a license to do

can completely understand that, but that is 
not what he told me while cussing and 
kicking us out.  

So, as of right now all lessons and camps 
are canceled. We are looking for a new 
property that would like to help children 
with special needs and who does not see 
them as “aggravating”.
