14th to the 17th and run from 9am to 1:30pm.

1st so that we can make plans for the amount of materials and volunteers are  
required.

If you are interested in bringing your child to a show this  
summer, please let me know ahead of time so that we may 
work towards the classes that your child will be competing in. 
The cost of showing is $6 per class and also a $75 charge from 
me that will cover training and mileage to Banks County and 
back. I hope to make our first show date on May 8th.
